NOTES ON THE INDEX

It has not proved to be possible or desirable to include all
names in the advertisements and text of these volumes, and some

restrictions have of necessity had to be imposed. As far as
possible , all jazz musicians, band leaders, jazz and blues
singers have been included, and also the better known

entertainers. The latter include many people who are difficult
to categorise, often having close connections with the jazz
fraternity, but all involved in music and show business one way
or another. Consequently, the names of several well known
comedians and artists are included, and several people well
known in their own right.

Problems have arisen as to whether any given person should not
be included, and ultimately the responsibility is that of the
compiler who begs forgiveness for any glaring omisions. Further
difficulties arise on occasion due to incorrect spelling. At one
time it was wondered if there ever really was a
bandleader/arranger called Professor Don Redmond. So, if you
cannot locate the 1listed name, look carefully at the small,
often nearly illegible print and allow for possible spelling
errors, alternative naming or misnaming. For example, Johnson
Coleman is much better known as Bill Coleman, whose full name is
wWillian Johnson Coleman.

Similar problems arise over which shows and revues should be
included in the index. The dividing line between a revue, a show
and vaudeville can be tenuous in the extreme, as all contain
elements ot music, singing, dancing and comedy, with or without
some kind of story line. Some of the shows and revues were quite
long lived and generally went on tour. Some indications of this
can be gleaned from the occasional itineraries and the "Theatre
Jottings" columns. Many of the more successful shows/revues were
often revived at a later date, with possibly alterations and a
different set of players. Changes in the performers were often
frequent and totally different companies are exemplified by
"Show Boat®. Again, the choice is that of the compiler and not
all shows/revues are listed. The listing goes up to about 1930,
after which time the impact of the cinema effectively ended the
show format as viable entertainment.

The band personnel listings cover those up to about 1930, where
documentation is otherwise scanty. After that time, listings are
discontinued, but personnel are often listed under photographs
of bands involved.

1. Advertisements of all jazz orchestraé, well known shows, jazz artists and blues singers,
but only with the better known dancers, composers, entertainers, producers, comedians indexed by page number
and personalities, and only the occasional "Rock “n” Roll" performer.

2. Record advertisements are all listed under the heading "Records" but only

the featured artist is normally listed in his/her own right. indexed by page number with prefix/suffix "r"
3. Film advertisements with jazz and blues performers.

Films are also indexed separately in their own right. indexed by page number with prefix/suffix "f"
4. Pictures are indexed by page number with prefix/suffix "p"

5. Index of advertised theatres, cafes, night clubs, concert halls and like venues in a separate section.
6. Index of record labels and music shops in a separate section.
7. Index of advertised films with jazz or blues artists in a separate section.

Every performer and show is indexed as often as they appear in different advertisements, pictures and notes on any page.
The index is not exhaustive, but every endeavour has been made to include all major artists.
